At St Monica’s we have a strong tradition 
of supporting social justice initiatives. At 
yesterday’s assembly, Mrs Reimer spoke 
about forming a Social Justice Committee 
comprising children and two parent 
representatives. The purpose of the 
committee, which will be known as the 
MacKillop Committee (recognising St 
Mary MacKillop’s motto: ‘Never see a 
need without doing something about it’), 
will be to work on a social justice project 
each term. The focus will be on 
supporting children and their needs, both 
within Australia and internationally 
through particular agencies. Mrs Reimer 
asked the children to think about 
whether or not they would like to join the group and she will call for expressions of interest 
early in Term 4. Similarly, we would like two parent representatives to join the group. Again, 
expressions of interest will be called for early next term. This is a wonderful opportunity for 
our children to contribute to a more equitable and socially just world.
